Expedition Information: 

Visiting this region can be extremely rewarding, explore this environment with its cultures. One of the most spectacular landmarks of Kaokoland is the Epupa Falls. Several pools at the base of the waterfall allow for (relatively) Crocodile free swimming.

Stone Age rock art is a special feature at the Brandberg who’s most famous painting is the 'White Lady'. She has caused a bit of a stir because researchers have decided that 'she' is actually a 'he'!  The Brandberg Mountain smolders with deep purples and reds. Dominating the horizon is the brooding Brandberg Mountain who rises to the great height of 6,500 feet above sea level. 

You would be forgiven for thinking that animals would be sparse in this region, with nothing much bigger than some rodents or small grazing antelopes. Elephants are probably the last things you would expect to see, but the rare Desert Elephant do exist here and roam around the more vegetated areas and dry riverbeds. As fodder is scarce in this arid place, Elephant's can often be seen pointing their trunks skywards to reach the very last leaf on a tree. Black Rhino plus a number of Antelopes and even Cheetah and Lion are also occasionally seen here. 

However, you are most likely to encounter goats and cattle roaming around in search of food accompanied by their Damara herder. The Damara people have, to a large extent adopted western customs and lifestyle, unlike the Himba further north. Such arid yet fascinating places seem to have the ability to invoke great inner search in most of the visitors. This normally leads to a rebalanced of priorities and a greater perspective on. The Spitzkoppe between Usakos and Swakopmund is also described as the "Matter horn of Namibia". Rising to a altitude of about 1 800 meters, the Spitzkoppe is by no means Namibia's highest mountain, however, due to its striking outlines, it is regarded as the most well-known mountain in the country. Situated in an endless, dry plain, the island of mountains can be seen from far away. 

Kaokoland : Hartmann Valley

The Hartmann Valley is the most remote and beautiful part of Kaokoland. Enclosed to the west by the dune sea of the Skeleton Coast and to the east by the Hartmann Mountains, this broad valley sweeps north through an absolute wilderness all the way to the Angolan border, where the dunes cascade into spectacular Kunene river valley.

Kaokoland: Marienfluss

This north-south valley is flanked to the west by the Hartmann Mountains and to the east by the main continental escarpment. Like the Hartmann Valley, this is truly wild territory and not the place to get caught out with a breakdown, but unlike the Hartmann Valley the Marienfluss does not have the same outstanding scenery in the extreme north and is therefore much less of a draw.
